It was in the summer of 2008 that Firkin set out to lure the world into the frenzy of the wildly adorable celtic punkrock, and, indeed, within a year, succeeded in making this genre known all around Hungary. Péter János’s (flute)  new group evokes the best moments from his earlier bands (M.É.Z. and Shannon.hu), with a more modern sound and an additional amount of explosive energy. Walking on the track marked by Flogging Molly and Dropkick Murphys, whose songs they also like to interpret, Firkin is wildly galloping through the plains of Hungary and the fields of foreign lands, and with equal success. Their first album was released in May, 2009 by Universal Music. The title of the album is Firkinful of Beer, and its contents is likely to set one’s blood a-sizzling.
Their achievements speak for themselves:

1. Full-house performances from October 2008, followed by cca. 100 further concerts.

2. A rapid boom as far as the number of the fans are concerned.

3. Firkin was half a year old, when Universal Music listened to the recordings of the first album, which it released on 18 May, 2009, and which, during the past one year has come extremely close to becoming a gold record.

4. Firkin has played on most of the most important festivals in Hungary and Central Europe, their concerts was always accompanied by a roaring and unambiguous success. 

5. On 8 August, 2009, Firkin is invited to the Ferenc Puskás Stadion Statue Park to perform a big-scale version of its special, full evening show, the Smashing Firkin Irish Pub Show. The evening was a real hit, details about the concert came out on the end of November in video clips. 6. Firkin organizes the 1st Irish-Punk Festival in Budapest, to measure the presence of the genre in Hungary. Full house beyond expectations, the event at Tűzraktér convinces all sceptics about the reason of existence behind this genre of folk-punk cum pop music in Hungary, something that could well be expected considering western European trends.

7. A few months ago, a selection album with the title Almost St. Patrick’s Day was released in Germany, including a selection of songs from folk-punk bands. The Hungarian band called Firkin is part of this honourable company that includes Levellers, The New Model Army, Flatfoot56, Fiddlers Green, Mr. Irish Bastard and other well-known bands. The album came out from the Reedo Records (Firkin was included with the a permission Universal Music).

8. Firkin's greatest honour so far was being nominated for 'Best Hungarian world music album' on Hungarian Grammy Awards 2010 'Fonogram'. The debut album, 'Firkinful of Beer' was published in May, 2009 by Universal Music, and since then, it has sold very well, and also, it has won the approval of the professional jury (10 Feb, 2010).

9. The biggest Hungarian acknowledgment of Firkin’s achievements is the fact that they have been invited to the Palace of Arts (one of the most highly ranking venues in Hungary) for a full night special performance on 25 June, 2010.
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
